William Donald “Don” Ashcraft passed away peacefully in his sleep on
September 11, 2025, at the age of 92, with his beloved wife, Joan, sleeping by
his side.

In his final years, Joan was Don’s
devoted caregiver as he battled Alzheimer’s and pulmonary fibrosis. Don
cherished Joan as the light of his life, and he deeply appreciated her love and
care.
